Algebra 1 is the introduction into higher level mathematics where students learn to use new models and methods to think about problems as well as solve them.

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Grading Policies

80% of the overall grade will be based on proficiency level on exams.  These are the same exams that the regular Algebra course takes.  The difference is that in this class there is a structured set of material that you must get through before you can take an exam for each unit.  You will get a log sheet for each chapter that has tasks that you must complete before taking an exam.  Completing this log sheet is worth 20% of your overall grade.
After passing the first 4 unit tests, your grade will be processed for the .5 math credits.  The same as in the regular math class.  Theoretically, you can get your math credits faster in this class. 

Grading Scale
Exams will be graded on a 4-point scale.  A 4 is perfect with the following grade cut offs:

that’s getting 80%

2.7
B
that’s getting 67.5%

2.2
C
that’s getting 55%

1.7
D
that’s getting 42.5%

Please note those percentages are based off of Proficiency marks.  Even though you need to get 42.5% to get a D, the quality of work to get a D is the same as the traditional grading scales.
Saturday School Opportunity

Saturday school is optional for students who want extra assistance and will be assigned to students who are falling behind in progress and do not appear to be on track to earn timely credit.  This is not punitive, but supportive.  If a student does not show up to Saturday school when it is assigned, a phone call home will be made. If a student is unable to attend Saturday school notice must be given 24 hours in advance (emergencies exempt).

Test Retake Process
If you find yourself in a situation where you need to retake a test.  The student support piece for the test retake is similar to initial test taking procedure.  You will have list of tasks to perform, through Khan Academy, which has further instructional videos to support you.  Once completed you will retake a similar test.  If your pass is improved and passing, it will replace the initial lesser score.
Tests are 80% of the overall grade. Classwork is 20% of the overall grade.
